For those < 32 kg adequate doses are:


Diazepam 0.3 mg/kg IV or PR, or


Lorazepam 0.1 mg/kg IV, or


Midazolam 0.3 mg/kg IM/IN or 0.2 mg/kg IV 





For those ≥ 32 kg adequate doses are:


Diazepam 10 mg IV or PR, or


Lorazepam 4 mg IV, or


Midazolam 10 mg IM or IV
